1. Browse Catalog

1.1 Brief Description

The user can browse for available CDs and filter the results by composer, composition, and performer

2. Flow of Events

2.1 Basic Flow

· The use case begins when the user displays the Classics CD homepage

· The system presents an option to browse the catalog of CDs

· The system also presents a recommended selection of the day.

· The user clicks the “catalog” link

· The system presents a list of all available CDs

· The user looks at the details of a CD by selecting the link to its title

· The system displays the following information:

· Picture of the cover

· CD title

· Performer and orchestra

· Review of the CD

· This flow terminates when the user goes back to the homepage, chooses another option, or closes the browser session.

2.2 Alternative Flows

2.2.1 Search by selected criteria

The user searches through the catalog of all available CDs by first selecting one of the following choices from a list.

· Composer

· Composition

· Performer

The user enters text into a search field then clicks the Search button.

The system displays a list of CDs that meet the user’s search criteria
