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Use Case Specification: Shop for CD 

1. Shop for CD 

1.1 Brief Description

The user can select and purchase CDs from ClassicsCD  

This use case is an extension of the Browse Catalog use case.

2. Flow of Events

2.1 Basic Flow

Select a CD 

The use case starts when the user indicates the desire to buy one or more items by clicking on the shopping cart icon next to the items. 

Items may be added to the shopping cart from the catalog page or any detailed view page.

To place more than 1 of an item in the shopping cart, the user clicks the shopping cart icon for that item multiple times.

Place Item On List

Each time the user clicks on an item’s shopping cart icon, the system places that item on an internally-maintained list.  The system does not give the user any visual feedback.

View Shopping Cart 

The user examines the contents of the shopping cart by clicking on the link text, Shopping Cart.

Proceed to Checkout

The use case ends when the user clicks the link text, Cashier, to complete the purchase.

2.2 Alternative Flows

2.2.1 Remove item from cart

On the shopping cart view page, the user may remove an item from the cart by choosing the Remove from Cart link next to each selection in the cart.
